•	� Construction of a 33 metre long, 5.2 metre wide, concrete 

bridge deck made up of precast concrete beams and a 
reinforced concrete top slab. 

•	� Construction of supporting in-situ concrete abutments on  
the side slopes to the railway. 

•	� Construction of bridge parapets ranging in height from  
1.5 metres to 2 metres.

•	 Application of a deck waterproofing system.
•	 Provision of a 4.2 metre wide path and cycle track.
•	� Installation of 2 no. pole mounted luminaires: 1 at either  

end of the bridge. 
•	� Provision of 4 no. 1 metre high balustrades: 2 at either end  

of the bridge.
•	 Provision of associated drainage and ducting infrastructure.
•	 All associated site works.
In accordance with Article 81 and Article 120 of the Planning & 
Development Regulations 2001 (As Amended), Fingal County 
Council has concluded from a preliminary examination that no 
significant effects on the environment are likely as a result of 
the proposed development and that an Environmental Impact 
Assessment is not required.
